"There are a lot of subsidies for the two things we
should be limiting in our diet, which are sugar and fat,
and there are not a lot of subsidies for broccoli and
Brussels sprouts,,

"What would happen if we took away the subsidies on
the sugar and fat? Probably not much. They might go
up a little bit, but the cost of the food is not the actual
cost of the final products. But if we're trying to look for
something political that might make a difference, try
subsidizing fruit and vegetable growers so the cost is
comparatively lower for better foods."

Finland, which has aggressively reduced salt in food over
three decades, has seen a 40-per-cent decline in average
sodium intake. That has helped produce a large reduction in
average blood pressure levels and an 80-per-cent drop in
deaths due to stroke.

Following research into salt consumption in Finland, the
National Public Health Institute concluded that salt reduction
would require long-lasting systematic work, including
national legislation for lowering the salt content and
compulsory nutrition labelling.

Following this advice, all heavily salted products will have to
be labelled, including: cheese, meat and fish products,
bread, soup, sauces and pre-prepared foods.
